ALL PONIES TO BE REGISTERED OR FOAL RECORDED WITH THE APSB SOCIETY
A PHOTOCOPY OF THE REGISTRATION PAPERS FOR EACH PONY ENTERED IN THE SHOW
MUST ACCOMPANY THE ENTRY FORM..

COMPETITORS EXERCISE THEIR EXHIBITS AND COMPETE AT THEIR OWN RISK. THERE
WILL DEFINITELY BE NO REFUND OF ENTRY FEES AFTER THE CLOSING DATE. Exhibitors must
be current financial members of the APSBS and be the current recorded owner of the exhibit entered. Proof of
recording and ownership will be required at any time. Handlers or Strappers must be listed on the APSB
membership as “Additional Name”. If they are not listed, handling or showing of the ponies is not permitted.

REGULATIONS

(1).PROTESTS: All protests must be in writing addressed to and lodged with the ringmaster and
accompanied by a deposit of $20 within 30 minutes of notification of the Judge’s award. If the Committee
considers the protest frivolous, the deposit may be forfeited. In the hearing of all protests and disputes arising
out of an award, the Committee shall abide by the Judge’s decision unless it is shown that the Judge has/have
been wilfully mislead.

(2) STALLIONS: All handlers & riders of ALL APSB registered Stallions must be 17 years & over.

Stallions are NOT to be used in Junior Driver events.

(3) DISQUALIFICATION: Exhibitors found to be conversing with the Judge during judging, unless
invited by the Judge to do so will incur disqualification. Any abuse of Judge or Stewards will also
incur immediate disqualification. Any exhibitor see to be mistreating an animal will be immediately
disqualified and the RSPCA informed.

STEWARDS: It is the responsibility of Stewards to attend upon the Judges, furnish them with award
papers, prize cards and/or ribbons and afford them all information and attention necessary to the
discharge of their duties and see there is no interference on the part of the public or exhibitors with the
judges. Stewards must not discuss the merits or demerits of any exhibits with the Judges and not do
anything calculated to influence the Judge’s decision. Stewards are to ensure proper decorum is kept in
the judging ring and unauthorised persons do not enter.

SUITABLE ATTIRE: Handlers, Riders and Drivers must be suitably attired. A Handler, Rider or
Driver not suitably attired shall be precluded by the Committee from competing in an event. Thongs, T
Shirts and Singlets are not permitted in the main arena.

THE DPG Committee reserves the right to substitute a Judge where deemed necessary and also to
alter classes if necessary

DARTMOOR and MOUNTAIN & MOORLAND CLASSES: Ponies must NOT be clipped.

PART BRED PONIES, APSBS RIDING PONIES must be registered with the APSBS and may
compete in the specific classes. They may NOT compete in any purebred classes All riders must wear
a current approved safety helmet AS/NZ 3838 or equivalent. All harness competitors under 16 must
also wear helmet as above.

(9) Led In Classes for Dartmoors: Trimming of whiskers and the jaw line is permitted. Excessive hair
protruding from the ears may be trimmed, not from within the ears. Manes and tails should not be
pulled, trimmed or plaited. No false hair permitted. Feathers (hair on fetlock) must not be clipped.

(10) No substitute ponies will be accepted.
